Studying the Lives of the Saints is 

Important to Understanding  

the Faith 

The saints provide a glimpse into what 
faith can do. 

Also, saints help us understand our Church history. We are 
all called to be saints. We need to learn about saints so we 
know who we are meant to be. Multitudes of saints are in 
Heaven that aren’t in our books. Even if we are never 
canonized, our goal is heaven. And if we want to be saints, 
we need to know what makes people, just like us, into 
saints. 
 
Studying The Lives Of Saints Gives Us A Living 
Catechism 
Memorizing the catechism is the most common way to 
learn the truths of the Faith. The Catechism is the 
framework for all that we believe and all we are called to 
do. Internalizing this framework gives us confidence and 
provides direction in difficult situations. However, the 
Catechism can be intimidating and difficult to understand. 
It’s easy for children to get distracted when studying it.  
Saints are living catechism books, though. Their lives show 
us how to live our faith. They show us what God can 
accomplish through frail humanity. They provide a tangible 
lesson on being a Catholic and inspire us to live our faith 
more fully. 
The Saints Are Real Heroes Everyone wants a hero, 
especially children. Superheroes are always the most 
popular characters and toys around. That never changes, 
even if the heroes do. Having someone to look up to and 
depend on gives children a sense of security. Fictitious 
superheroes, like the ones in comic books, can be exciting 
but they aren’t real. At some point, a child will realize it is 
all make-believe. Saints, on the other hand, are real 
heroes. They lived heroic lives, and then performed 
miracles after their death. 
Saints live on forever. They will never disappoint you or 
disappear like your favorite cartoon can. Studying the lives 
of saints gives children role models that will last their 
lifetime. We all know about falls from grace. One moment a 
superstar is on top of the world, then he is the center of
